


2003 SW Ohio High School Swimming and Diving Classic 
Ralph J. Stolle Countryside YMCA Prelims Site 

January 18th and 19th, 2003 
 
Welcome to Countryside! We are excited that we will be hosting your preliminaries sessions of the 2003 SW Ohio High 
School Swimming and Diving Classic – the largest high school meet in the nation! The Ralph J. Stolle Countryside 
YMCA continues to operate at full capacity during swim meets, so it is important that coaches stress the following 
parking and building policies for this meet: 
 
 

IMPORTANT! 
Please be sure that all participants and spectators know these restrictions!                                                 
It is vital that all swimmers, coaches, parents, and spectators adhere to all parking, building entrance, and 
designated area restrictions when attending a swim competition at Countryside. Violation of these or any 
Countryside or Classic rules and regulations could result in ejection from the meet. 
    
Parking and entering the building: 
Buses: Please drop off your swimmers at the “Swim Meet” (red sign) building entrance at the child care 
wing, then proceed to the Home Depot lot to park in the areas furthest from the actual store. There is a 
sidewalk in front of the shopping center which goes to Countryside. See map/diagram below. 
All other vehicles: Please park in the South Lot (by the outdoor pool) and use the “Swim Meet” (red sign) 
building entrance at the child care wing.  
 
While you are at Countryside: 
1. Enter and exit through the “Swim Meet” (red sign) entrance only. 
2. Sorry, no food or coolers.  
3. All meet attendees are restricted to the competitive pool natatorium, boys/girls locker rooms, concessions,  

and team areas only. IMPORTANT: Coaches, please make sure your swimmers know that all other  
locker rooms are entirely off-limits, and that this will be strictly enforced!  

4. Due to limited space, blankets/sleeping bags cannot be spread out. 
5. No shaving on deck, nor anywhere at the Countryside facility.  
6. Except water, all concessions must be kept in the snack area only. 
7. Swimmers are required to keep their team area clean. 
8. Swimmers must abide by safety rules, common sense, and lifeguard/monitor directions when using 

the warm-down pool. 
9. On Sunday morning, Countryside is the home of a local church which holds worship service throughout 

our facility. Please be considerate of their needs. There will be a brief pool-side Christian service before 
the events start on Sunday. IMPORTANT: Coaches, please make sure your swimmers are aware 
that this is an optional (personal choice) service, and that events will be called to the block by the 
announcer over the Public Address system immediately afterwards.
